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1. General specifications

The paper must be written in English in Microsoft Word, version no less than 7.0, using the Times New Roman (Times Roman) 12 pt font, single-spaced, without indention length. Paper size is not to exceed 1 page A4 page format, with margin: top 20mm, bottom 20mm, left 30mm, right 20mm. Figures & tables are not allowed.
2. Title, authors, organization

The title should be centered in the page, in 14pt, boldface Roman, all capital letters. It should be single spaced if the title is more than one line long. There should be a 36pt space after. The title is desirable not to exceed three lines.

The author's name should include the first name & the family one. It should be centered in the page, (as shown on the top of these instructions) in 12pt boldface Roman.
Organisation, city and country should be centered in the page, (as shown on the top of these instructions) in 10pt italic Roman. There should be a 60pt space after.

3. References

References should be quoted in the text by square brackets, and grouped together at the end of the paper in numerical order as shown in these instructions.
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
